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Runaway String Band plays Tabb November 12

Bluegrass and old-style band continues “Second Saturdays at Seven” concerts

As part of the York County
Public Library’s “Second Satur-
days at Seven” concert series, lo-
cal blueprass quartet the Run-
away String Band will perform at
the Tabb Library on Saturday, No-
vember 12. The performance will
begin at 7:.00 PM, and admission
to this event is free,

The Runaway String Band
brings together four long-time
Williamsburg-area musicians to
produce a wonderful variety of
bluegrass, old time, and swing
music. With lush vocal harmenies
and hot instrumentals, the band
provides audiences with a taste of
American music from the 1930s,
40s and 50s, and includes some
contemporary pieces as well.

Doug Austin, formerly with the
acclaimed bluegrass ensemble Vir-
ginia Rail, plays the mandolin for
the ensemble, and adds strong
harmony vocals. Five-string ban-

joist Dave Paddock sings both har-
mony and lead, and creates the
Runaway String Band’s vocal ar-
rangements. He brings years of ex-
perience in a variety of vocal en-
sembles to the task. Rounding out
the group are Barry and Lynn
Trott. Both are long time perform-
ers of 17th and 18th century mu-
stc in Williamsburg. Barry plays
both guitar and mandolin, and as
the Runaway String Band’s pri-
mary lead vocalist, Barry is re-
sponsible for much of the band's
repertoire. Lynn holds the distinc-
tion of being the only vicla de
gamba plaver in all of bluegrass
music. Her virtuosity with this
baroque instrument leave even the
most seasoned bluegrass listeners
wondering if the gamba wasn't Bl
Monroe's first choice to hold down
the bass, Together as the Run-
away String Band, this quartet de-
lights audiences with its tight har-

monies, driving rhythms, and
unique arrangements of bluegrass,
old-time and swing music.

The RSB has performed at nu-
merous local and regional festivals,
gatherings, and establishments,
including the Jamestown Folk Fes-
tival, Rhythm of the Rails Festi-
val, York County Public Library
Concert Series, Carter Mountain
Apple Festival, Tidewater Friends
of Folk Music Concert Series, Pipes
and Pints Pub, Willilamsburg Re-
gional Library LibraryFest, the
Gan Anim Coffeehouse series and
Aroma’s Fine Coffees and Teas.

The Library will use the grant
te continue and expand our
“Bonding With Books” program.
We are currently providing
outreach services to Avalon, a
shelter for women and children
who are victims of abuse. The
Youth Services Department at the
York County Public Labrary has
been visiting the center at 6-week
intervals to introduce mothers and
their children to the importance of
reading,

The “Bonding With Books”
program will instruct mothers at
Avalon on the importance of
reading aloud with their children
based on current brain research,
hoew to choose developmentally
appropriate books for their
children, and tips on how to read
to young children. A story time
will be presented by the Library’s
Youth Services Department as a
method of demonstrating reading
aloud with young children.
Handouts will include: a

bibliography of recommended
books, a Iiteracy milestone
guideline, a book bag, an age
appropriate book for each child at
the shelter and reading incentives
such as bookmarks and stickers.
We would also like to update the
Parent Resource collection at the
shelter with 10 new and updated
items to address parenting and
literacy issues.
