LEAGUE REGISTRATION, FEE AND SCHEDULING CONSIDERATIONS

REGISTRATION: TWO WAYS TO REGISTER: (1) By Phone: Please call the Park at 890-3850. (2) In Person: At the
Park Office.

FEES: Fees are based on a per match basis and will be determined by the number of matches played. Fees will be
collected on the first night of league play. League fee covers new balls provided for each league match. Singles Leagues
Fee Per Person or Doubles League Fee Per Team: Before 5:00 pm $4.00 per match. After 5:00 pm $5.00 per
match.

SCHEDULING:

1. Leagues will start the week of September 14, 2009.

2. Leagues are normally scheduled for 8 weeks of play.

3. Actual number of matches played will vary depending upon the number of players registered.

OTHER: Individual league offerings are based on past registration history and requests. Other leagues will be offered if
there are at least four participants and court space is available on the dates and times requested. Leagues will also be
canceled due to limited registration.

9. FALL JUNIOR TENNIS LESSONS

York County Parks & Recreation will offer Junior Tennis Lessons beginning the week of September 21. They will be
conducted for four (4) weeks. Lessons are offered at Back Creek Park, Grafton-Bethel Elementary School, and Kiln Creek
Recreational Center (are subject to change).

Registration begins Monday, August 24 for County residents and August 31 for non-County residents, at 8:15 am and ends
Friday, September 11, at 5:00 pm. Fees range from $20 to $30 for County residents and $30 to $40 for non-County
residents depending upon length of class and frequency. Enrollment is on a first-come, first-served basis. Class size is
limited to the first eight participants with a minimum class size of five. Registration brochures with complete registration
details will be delivered during the week of Sept. 8 to the York County Public Schools main offices, Griffin-Yeates Center
Suite # 2, the Public Library, and the Parks & Recreation office located at 100 County Drive, Yorktown. The 2009 Fall
