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York County Fire and Life Safety Responds to Vehicle Fires at
Route 17 Business

At approximately 5:23 p.m. this afternoon, personnel from the York County
Department of Fire and Life Safety were dispatched to the report of a vehicle fire
at 7602 George Washington Memorial Highway (Route 17), the location of
Peninsula Heavy Duty, a diesel engine repair business.
